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SUSPENSION OF DISBELIEF
HISTORY CONFRONTED WITH THE CHALLENGES OF
METAMODERNISM

Abstract: Since the awareness of the overall global crisis expanded due to the
COVID-19 pandemic and the war in the Ukraine at the beginning of the third decade
of the 21st century, it seems that it is the right moment for the establishment of a
new episteme — Metamodernism. Therefore, it might be rightly expected that, despite
the proverbial disciplinary conservativism and inertia, history will not able to escape
inclusion in its pervasive epistemic matrix. After a general overview of the genealo-
gy, ontology, epistemology, methodology and axiology of the new “post-apocalyptic”
philosophy of Metamodernism, creative impulses for the metamodernistic transfor-

mation of the historical science will be scrutinized. At the same time, a presump-
tion will be questioned whether the embodiment concept might be the most efficient
incentive for the redefinition of the epistemological status of the historical actor as
well as for the transdisciplinary opening of history towards natural and biomedical
sciences. In addition to this, the main epistemological propositions of the history of
the body, history of emotions and sensory history - as historical subdisciplines most
prompt to embrace the concept of embodiment — will be presented. As a conclusion,
it will be argued that only due to the historical transcendence of the embodied histor-
ical actor, Metamodernism might achieve its proclaimed historical mission: “a rebirth
of the human mind and spirit and a reintegration of the earlier forms of culture and
civilisation”.

Abstract: In recent decades, the world and global history have become very current
topics in the community of historians, especially with the process of globalization
and intensive international scientific cooperation. Serious reflections on the effects of
the old Western-centric understanding of human history, reorganizations of univer-
sity curricula and interest of the scientific research centres in related topics, as well
as the launch of several prominent journals in the field of global and world history
in the United States, the United Kingdom and the People’s Republic of China, gave
impetus to new disciplines. The aim of this paper is to present: a) an overview of the
development of world and global history (starting with models in ancient Greek and
Chinese historiography and on to the XXI century, and concluding with new aspira-
tions in the community of global historians); b) the basic and most represented direc-
tions in the last few years (especially considering the presence of economic topics, on
the one hand, and attempts to constitute global intellectual history, on the other); c)
some open polemics about the role of empires in the world history (especially within
the framework of American historiography) and the function of subaltern studies in
shaping history, which will overcome the legacy of Eurocentrism.

DEVELOPMENTS IN THE HISTORY OF INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS

Abstract: The paper analyses historical developments in the discipline of the history
of international relations, from its origins in the nineteenth century until present day.
It provides an overview of numerous approaches and topics that have driven its de-
velopment over the previous two centuries. The article focuses on the evolution of the
history of international relations in its American and Western European variations. In
the first part, the origin and the activity of diplomatic history are examined in the con-
text of the emergence of professional historiography. At that time, diplomatic history
narrowly focused on studying the political and diplomatic relations between states
and was the most prominent topic in political and intellectual discourse. Its signifi-
cance further intensified following the First World War, when the topic of war guilt
emerged as one of the major interwar political issues. In the second part, the study
discusses the evolution of diplomatic history into a broader international history,
emphasizing social, economic and ideological aspects. The shift happened as a result
of the rising interest in social and economic history following World War IT and man-
ifested itself throughout specific discussions in various countries. It was also marked
by increased uneasiness and self-criticism that historians of international affairs have
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become prone to. Following that, the paper explores the impact of new theoretical
approaches and thematic concerns, that emerged as a result of the cultural turn, on
the practice and the shape of international history. It now includes not only interstate
relations, but also a diverse set of actors such as international organizations, multina-
tional corporations, non-governmental organizations and networks of researchers,
scientists and experts, all of which have been studied through the lenses of ideas,
ideology, gender, beliefs, language, memory, value and perceptions.

Abstract: This paper analyses the emergence of the history of ideas and intellectual
history as two influential approaches in contemporary humanities. The origin and
development of these disciplines, their similarities and differences, the theoreti-
cal-methodological characteristics of several schools that appeared during the 20th
century, their most influential representatives, as well as their most significant results
are presented. There was a renewal of interest in the history of ideas and particularly
in intellectual history at the beginning of the 21st century, characterized by subject
ambiguity, theoretical and methodological eclecticism and striking trans-disciplinar-
ity. At the same time, these features represent the greatest advantage of the history of
ideas and intellectual history, providing them with perspectives for transdisciplinary
synthesis, which is especially important in light of an increasingly pronounced frag-
mentation of scholarly knowledge.

PUBLIC AND APPLIED HISTORY

Abstract: The article presents key elements of public history. Firstly, it indicates the
changes in contemporary historiography that enabled the emergence of public his-
tory, as well as its affirmation as a new historical sub-discipline and consequently its
inclusion in university programmes. Secondly, it describes institutional development
of public history from the 1970s onwards, and contemplates the still open question of
its definition. In addition, the article presents the main highlights of applied history.
Although applied history is often mentioned as an integral part of public history, it is
worth talking about it separately, in order to highlight the practical dimension of his-
tory. This refers to history in practice and the possibilities of historians’ work outside
the academia and education. The article also presents controversies and criticisms
provoked by public history and applied history and offers answers to them. The au-
thor argues that public and applied history can be a framework that enables historians
to reconcile the professional needs and the audience’s interests. He points out that it
is important to take into account the relationship between academic historiography
and the public. Lastly, the author discusses future perspectives of public and applied
history, with an emphasis on local academic historiography. Considering the students’
interest as well as that of a significant part of local historians, the author encourages
discussion about a possible graduate studies in public history. Besides being an im-
portant challenge for academic historiography, the author concludes that public and
applied history can also offer a great deal of practical skills to professional historians.

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DEBATES WITH MNEMOSYNE
A REVIEW OF IMPORTANT ISSUES IN MEMORY STUDIES

Abstract: This paper presents an overview of the most important European approach-
es to the study of collective memory. It will first discuss the theses of the founder of the
discipline, the French sociologist Maurice Albvachs. After that, the paper will present
the most important ideas and concepts of other classics of memory studies, such as
those of the French historian Pierre Nora and the German professors Jan and Aleida
Assmann. Alongside their concepts, contemporary academic criticism of their work
will also be presented. Finally, attention will be paid to contemporary approaches to
memory studies — transnational memory and media studies of collective memory.
The paper will include a proposal for a systematic Serbian translation of several key
concepts of memory studies.

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CULTURAL PARTICIPATION OF ELDERLY BELGRADERS

Abstract: Population ageing is a phenomenon that is characteristic of all European
countries. It affects both economic and social development and imposes an obligation
to use public policy measures to protect the rights of the elderly, prevent their mar-
ginalization and discrimination, and create conditions for their equal participation
in all spheres of life. Accordingly, it is necessary to create cultural policy measures
that will enable conditions for equal participation of the elderly in cultural life. This
paper deals with the cultural participation of senior Belgraders. It has examined their
cultural interests, private and public cultural consumption and cultural production.
The goal of the paper is to investigate to what extent the interests of elderly Belgraders
coincide with cultural practices, how much they use the Internet to participate in cul-
tural life, and how much the pandemic has affected their cultural needs and habits. An
additional goal of this paper is to draw attention of the public and the policy makers
to improvement and promotion of the cultural needs of the elderly in Belgrade and to
provide data that can be useful for creation of a cultural policy that will enable greater
participation of the elderly in the cultural life of the city.

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SOCIAL NETWORKS AND THE DIGITAL DIVIDE

Abstract: The paper analyses the digital divide created by social networks today and
how it affects society. The rise of social networks has led to a new form of digital di-
vide, so equal access to the Internet is no longer the only factor that creates a barrier to
connectivity. Today, people face challenges in using social networks due to their lack
of skills and the influence of social capital. Therefore, the effects of the digital divide
on social networks are reflected in social relations and communication, economic
progress and participation in political life. Today, the Internet users have at their dis-
posal a multitude of conceptually different social networks, such as Twitter, Instagram
or YouTube. Each of them, in accordance with its specifics, incites the deepening of
the digital divide. However, social networks should not be viewed unilaterally and
solely as platforms that fuel the digital divide. Social networks can really help reduce
the digital divide by helping users in education, searching for jobs or information.

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RITUAL PERFORMANCE IN THE BEHAVIOR
OF RED STAR AND PARTIZAN FANS

Abstract: Every activity consists of ritualized gestures and sounds, whether it con-
cerns performance in arts, sports or everyday life. Such rituals include movements,
words and songs, usually performed in a specific place. This paper aims to connect
the behaviour of the Red Star and Partizan fans with ritual performance, having in
mind the pre-arranged patterns of behaviour, ways of cheering, performing songs
and activities in expectation of the games of these two teams. Moving through the city
in characteristic clothing combinations with club symbols represents performance
as a concept manifested in games and sports. During each Eternal Derby, the ritual
is noticeable as a ritual that involves gathering in certain places in the city, arriving,
entering the stadium, cheering before, during and after the game, leaving the stadium,
and celebrating in the streets. Since football has become a very popular game, every
sporting event recognizes the participants as athletes, mediators and spectators. How-
ever, of all the participants in the sports events, those who stand out are the fans who
strongly identify with the clubs from their city.

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CULTURAL SIGNIFICANCE OF THE SUN IN ITALY

Abstract: The paper analyses the importance of the Sun for Milo§ Crnjanski in his
novel At Hyperboreans. Its meanings are revealed and interpreted as a symbol of
well-being and as a spatial and temporal unifier. At the same time, the way in which
Crnjanski understands time and space is contemplated. The paper reveals why the
meanings of the Sun in Crnjanski’s narration are, in fact, utopian. Through an analysis
of the importance of the Sun, the paper also shows how some aspects of Italian culture
were experienced in the novel At Hyperboreans, and reveals one of the possible broad-
er thematic frameworks that Crnjanski has set in his novel.
